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Abstract

As the political and legal relationship Changes between the
bannermen and common people in the Qing dynasty the main line, a
preliminary analysis of the characteristics of the evolution history of
the political and legal in the Qing dynasty.Focus on evolution of the
bannermen and common people and the legal relationship of the
regime of the Qing dynasty, the relationship between the bannermen
and common people is different from the relationship between
Manchu— Han nationality in the Qing dynasty, there are cross and
differences in two pairs of relations.The people of Qing dynasty
claiming to be “just ask the bannermen and the common people,
regardless of Manchu and Chinese”.

In the Qing dynasty, accompanied by the changes of the
relationships between the bannermen and the common people, the
relationship between Manchu and Chinese has a complex process of
change.The relationship between the two pairs, not only is nation,
but also is a kind of different class political relations, which
includes multiple levels for tribes, descent, marriage, politics, etc.
Interlocking, vary between each other.

The differences gap between the bannermen and the common
people in the legal relationship, reflected in the official law,
judicial proceedings, civil and etiquette, and other aspects.Highlight
the imperial clan, and the role of publicity as the dominant pillar,
fully reflects legal rule of ethnic characteristics in the Qing dynasty.
With the change of the legal relationship between the bannermen

and common people, the common of Manchu and Chinese nationality
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and integration trend increasingly.

This dissertation has strong theoretical significances :

First of all, the change of relationship between the bannermen
and the common people is one of the political history of Qing dynasty.

The dissertation first distinguish the different relationship between
the bannermen and the common people, between Manchu—Chinese
nationality, the former is one of the direct factors that influence the
latter.

Secondly, the dissertation analyzes the different characteristics
of the relationship between the bannermen and the common people
in different historical periods in the Qing dynasty, there are many
factors that influence the relationship between the bannermen and the
common people, One of main factors is the power adjusts policy as
the situation changes.

Thirdly, with the process of political relationship changes, the
process of the Manchu Nationality has become increasingly common
and full integration with the Han nationality. Although three processes
is not synchronized, but influence and restrict each other,
manuscript has carried to analysis.From the analysis of ethnic
relations evolution with the point of view in the Qing dynasty, to
think about the current national relations academicly, have very
strong realistic guiding significances.Include how to adapt to the
changing situation to adjust national policy, how to pay attention to
the tendency of interest groups to the real political impact in the
process of adjustment of national policy. So, the subject will not
only help to illustrate research deeply, but also beneficiial to the
current national policy formulation and implementation. There are
more research on the Qing dynasty political history, but from the
angle of the relationship of two groups between the bannermen and
the common people.

The academic value of this paper is reflected in:

Through the analysis of the change process of political relationship
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and inner factors which influence the politics, the perspective on
the political and legal relationship of groups which influence on Qing
dynasty.Haven’t seen relevant monograph in China, so the
perspective of research topic is novel and has stronger innovation.

The Manchu Nationality not only as a minority but also as the
rule of the Qing dynasty, in order to expand the social foundation of
the Qing dynasty, the power must joint other ethnic groups,
especially the bureaucratic intellectuals and upper Kings ruling
coalition in Chinese andd Mongolian.In expanding the social rule
base under the premise, ease ethnic tensions maximumly and
improve the efficiency of rule.The publicity legal measures to deal
with relationship between the bannermen and the common people are
gains and losser. On the one hand, consolidate the unity of the
motherland, on the other hand, limit the friendly economic and
cultural exchange between nationalities.From the academic point of
view to think about the ethnic relations in the Qing dynasty,
especially the current national relations, which provide a lot of
historical enlightenments.

The dissertation fully draw lessons from the academic academic
achievements, and make full use of the first historical archives and
other units of abundant historical documents. Starting from the
historical position, based on historical practice, comprehensively
and objectively reflect the change of the publicity relationships
between the bannermen and the common people, and the relationship
with the reality of political changes in the Qing dynasty. On the
evolution and intrinsic factor, and get more objective conclusions.

The first chapter focuses on account of the evolution process of
the relationship between the bannermen and the common people in
the Qing dynasty, the people, include policy adjustments at the
beginning of the founding of the Qing dynasty, the relationship in
the different periods of Kangxi, Yongzheng and Qianlong, the
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changes sine modern times. Three times content different historical
features of the relationship between the bannermen and the common
people.

The second chapter analyzes the political relationship between the
bannermen and the common people, including reinstatement officials,
Manchu special govervence, career policy, analyze the characteristics
in different times.

The third chapter analyze the perspective of litigation, including
judicial and sentencing penalties, litigation banner.

The fourth chapter analyze the differences banner and economic
status of the people who including protection of property rights
banner, flag and other people appear to pay production.

The fifth chapter analyzes the different ritual aspects of life
between the bannermen and the common people, including shaved
hair, exchange clothes and language, bannermen have not marrieu
with the common people and separation, etc.

The sixth chapter focuses on the changes of the political and
legal relations and the impact on current affairs in the late Qing
dynasty, from “ Man Nationality and Han Nationality are not
separated” to “The Revolution of the Exclusion of Manchu, which
are closely related to the situation at that time”.

Last attached Chronology, Convenient to have a general understanding
of the adjustment process of the legal relationship between the bannermen

and the common people.
