29.1. Brief Introduction to the Association &8HfEFT

Singapore Poon Yue Association

The Singapore Poon Yue Association is a Cantonese native-place association established
by the Cantonese leader Hoo Ah Kay (Whampoa, c. 1816-80) in 1879, and dedicated to
the worship of the Imperial Lord, Saint Guan (Yu). At first, the native-place association
was built on Upper Cross Street. In 1889, because of an increase in membership,
committee work grew more complex and a subsidiary Poon Yue Association was
built on Mosque Street. In 1917, because the original site was expropriated by the
government, the Association was moved to New Bridge Road. In 1952, the Association
purchased an adjacent building, and established the Panyu School to provide education
for illiterate children. This school ceased operations in the 1960s. In the 1980s, the
Association sold off the subsidiary Hall, and used the profits of $400,000 to redecorate
the building right next door to the Association. In 1993, the six stelae preserved in the
Poon Yue Association, namely two stelae dated 1879, two stelae dated 1889, and two
stelae dated 1910 were rediscovered, having been covered with plaster to protect them
during the Japanese Occupation. A plaque in the Association Hall written by Poon Yue
countryman Hu Hanmin (1879-19306), a close political consultant of Sun Yat Sen, reveals



the close links between the Association and the founders of the Republic of China.
