The dynamic relationship between One and the Other has dominated the narrative in
Western history, and meanwhile, constructed a repressive, contrapuntal, transcendental
and diasporic mechanism in power and knowledge. Postcolonialism intends to deconstruct
binarism in Western metaphysical thought, and simultaneously frame a dynamic, multiple,
dialogical and negotiative ethical space. Edward Said reveals the colonizing discourse
exerted upon the otdent by the occident, and the orient is therefore reified and objectified.
In this way, the orient is rendered into a space of aphasia by the occidental colonization
and imperialization. Spivak inherits her theotetical doctrines from Said, and speaks for the
otient in order to supplement the absence of the otient and construct the Eastern identity
in forms of race and gender. Homi Bhabha transcends the boundaries of binarism and
proposes the third space, which is dialogical, interstitial and dynamic. Postcolonialism
is thus endowed with an emancipatory force and a global space of hybridity which
incotporates identity, nationality and race from the entire wotld. With the prdcess of
globalization, postcolonialism will enter into an even broader critical space of opening,
integrating, changing; shifting, becoming and globalizing:
