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Abstract

It has been six years since the first publication of The Report on China’s Non-
Traditional Security Studies in 2012. Now, The Report on China’s Non-Traditional
Security Studies (2015 — 2016) is our fifth volume. China’s security governance
under the rule of law is creating a new context for the maintenance of non-
traditional security in China. In 2015, the introduction of a new edition of the
National Security Law established the guiding position of the overall national security
concept and the leadership system of national security in legal form, which is a
basic, systematic and comprehensive law for national security. In the same year, a
series of legislative adjustments, such as a revised Air Pollution Prevention and Control
Law and Food Safety Law and Network Security Law (Draft) , all further promote the
development of Chinese legal system for national security.

The first Outline of National Security Strategy of China, which was considered
and adopted by the meeting of the Political Bureau of the CPC Central
Committee, is also of great significance. In addition, The People’s Republic of China
Anti-Terrorism Law has been formally implemented since January 1, 2016. On April
Ist, 2016, China’s national leaders attended The Fourth Nuclear Security Summit,
where they expounded on China’s position on strengthening the international
nuclear security system and promoting of the global nuclear security governance. All
of these events are milestones in the construction of a peaceful China and
harmonious world.

This study is composed of four parts, namely a general report, a
comprehensive report, a selection of thematic reports and an appendix. The general
report sketches out the “spectrum” of non-traditional security threats in China,
which is based on the “field types” of non-traditional security and sorted by hazard
level and threat urgency. Moreover, the report introduces theories created by

Chinese scholars on the study of international relations and non-traditional
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security. It elaborates on the “peace~cooperationism” paradigm, which is related to
“species security” and guides non-traditional security governance. Two comprehensive
reports make in-depth analyses of the challenges and solutions of ideological security
and maritime security in China. Meanwhile, eleven thematic reports are classified into
four types: “Heterogeneous Non-traditional Security Threats”, “Exogenous Non-
traditional Security Threats”, “Dual-genic Non-traditional Security Threats”, and
“Endogenous Non-traditional Security Threats” . Collectively, the subject-specific
reports cover issues such as global terrorism, nuclear security threats, piracy threats,
immigration security threats, religious extremism, climate security threats and quality
security problems. The appendix includes a review of interdisciplinary debates that have
occurred at Zhejiang University over the question of “is the commercialization of
genetically modified foods helpful or harmful?”

As globalization continues, the importance of non-traditional security is
increasingly being recognized. Responses to non-traditional security threats are
increasingly valued as part of national strategies by state governments. On the
whole, non-traditional security integrates the themes of survival, development,
and civilization with the notion of security. As such, the new vision of global non-
traditional security governance necessitates multi-disciplinary research, multi-sectoral

collaboration and growing linkages between multiple actors.
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
