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Becoming a “ National Minority " : Ethnic Koreans in Northeastern China
after World War II/ Kim Donggil

Abstract: As Japan surrendered in August 1945, neither the Guomindang nor
the Chinese Communist Party recognized ethnic Koreans inside China as a national
minority. In September, after the CCP changed its strategy in Northeast China from
one for complete control to partial control, the party’s Northeast Bureau began to
stress the * Korean” identity as a national minority. Instead of returning the
“Korean Righteous and Courageous Army” to Korea, the CCP decided to use these
troops to mobilize and organize ethnic Koreans in areas of the Northeast where they
lived together. Starting in 1946, the Northeast Bureau began to encourage Korean
nationals to become Chinese citizens. In the meantime, steps were taken to
gradually remove Korean characteristics of the organizations among Koreans. During
the Chinese Civil War, North Korea actively assisted the CCP for the sake of its
own security. Yet the process for ethnic Koreans to become a national minority of
China was by no means smooth. To facilitate the process, the CCP simplified the
legal procedure for Koreans to naturalize. As the majority of the Koreans in the
Northeast adopted Chinese citizenship, they became a national minority in legal
terms. Emotionally, however, the Koreans of the Northeast did not accept such a

status until 1960.

Wavering between the Camps: Sukarno’s Middle Course under the
Background of the Cold War / Lan You

Abstract; During his administration, Indonesian president Sukarno’s Middle—
Course Policy had profound impact on Indonesian domestic and foreign affairs.
Known to the world as a leader of the Non — Aligned Movement with a pro-
communist, anti-colonial, anti-imperialist, and revolutionary image, Sukarno
always saw America as an important object in Indonesia’s foreign policy. In the
meantime , he maintained close cooperation with communists both at home and
abroad. When the United States could not fully meet his political demands,
Sukarno began to use confrontation with the West as his political leverage at home
and expand cooperation with the Communism World, which caused Indonesia to
turn to the left and changed the internal political balance between the Army and the
Communist Party. The development planted seeds of the September 30th Incident
and the great upheavals afterwards.
Facing the Red China: French Domestic Attitudes toward Establishment of
the Chinese—French Diplomatic Relationship/ Jiayi Gao

Abstract: The establishment of diplomatic relationship between Chin and
France in 1964 was an important event in recent relations between the two
countries. Earlier, the French public was divided politically and ideologically in
respect to the issue of recognizing the new China. In the end of 1963, a poll
showed a low public support to developing political and diplomatic relations with

China and a higher support to developing trade and commercial relations. Yet after

reporting and propaganda by newspapers and policy debates in the parliament,
public support to establishment of Chinese — French diplomatic relationship rose
greatly. The improvement of French public attitude toward China facilitated the
relationship between the two countries. This reflected French foreign policy at the
time that tended to support peaceful coexistence, detente between the East and the
West, and development of Third—=World countries.
Managing a Land beyond the Pale: Chinese Communist Management and
Reform of the Li Areas of Hainan in the 1940s and 1950s / Kunrui Li
Abstract; Ever since its incorporation into China during the Han Dynasty, in
the Hainan Island the Chinese civilization has advanced from the coastline to the
hinterland. Yet a succession of Chinese central authorities could not establish
effective control in the Li area of the hinterland. After the Baisha uprising of 1943,
the Chinese Communists entered the area and formed a structure of Han governance
of the Li by stabling administrations at various levels. Differing from the
assimilation approach of the Qing and the Nationalist rulers, the Communists
treated the national question in terms of classes. The principally Han cadre led
political movements such as land reforms in the Li area, overthrew or de-
substantiated political influence of the local elites, and set up new locally social
organizations. These measures realized stable control over the Li area and ended the

history of frequent rebellions of the area.
