Part Two
A brief introduction of Chengde City

Nice to meet you again, and I hope you refresh yourselves now,
are you OK? If you are ready, please get on the bus and we'll start
sightseeing.

Now I'd like to take this opportunity to give you a brief
introduction about Chengde City. It's located in the north part of
Hebei Province and bordered with Beijing, Tianjin, Liaoning
Province and Inner Mongolian Autonomous Region. The location of
Chengde lies in the transitional area between the Mongolian Plateau
and the North China Plain, with a warm continental climate. The
Saihanba in south of the Mongolian Plateau, like a natural defense,
prevents the incursion of the cold currents from Siberia and forms a
regional small climate with a temperate climate, abundant rainfall and
luxuriant plants. The annual average temperature in the city is 8.9°C,
with the highest 24.4°C in summer. With no sweltering hot weather, it
is indeed a summer resort. Its former name was Rehe that came from
the famous hot spring since the ancient time. Chengde in English
means “inherit ancestors' virtue” , because of Kangxi who was the
third Qing Dynasty emperor promised to carry on his forefather and
father's cause, and he gave the city's name.

At present the area of Chengde is more than 39,000 square
kilometers and is divided 8 counties (Chengde County, Pingquan
County, Kuancheng County, Xinglong County, Luanping County,
Longhua County, Fengning County and Weichang county) and 3
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districts ( Shuangqgiao District--the center urban area, Shuangluan
District and Yingshouyingzi District ) under its jurisdiction, with a
population of 3.64 million habitants.

Chengde enjoys several reputations in China, such as: One of 24
famous cultural and historical cities designated at the first batch by
the State Council, one of 10 famous key sceneries, one of 44 major
sceneries, one of 40 best famous scenic spots and one of the most
excellent tourist cities by the first batch in China. And Chengde also
enjoys exceptional advantages of tourist resources and unique styles,
such as the biggest imperial garden, the largest imperial temples, the
largest royal hunting ground, the highest wooden-Buddha statue, the
shortest river-- Rehe, and the unmatched Club Rock in the world.

And next I'll tell something about the most famous Mountain
Resort and its Outlying Temples.

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Part Three
The Largest Existing Imperial Garden--The
Mountain Resort and Outlying Temples in Chengde

The Mountain Resort is located in the north of central urban area
of Chengde City, also in the north part of Hebei Province and it is a
250 km way from Chengde to Beijing. It was built during the reigns
of Emperor Kangxi and Emperor Qianlong and it has a history of
more than 300 years. The Mountain Resort Covers acreage of 564 ha,
it is the largest imperial garden existing in China today. It is twice of
the Summer Palace and eight times of Beihai Park in Beijing. There
are a group of temples and monasteries surrounding the Mountain,
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which have diversified architectural styles.

In Chinese history, the construction of imperial gardens
demonstrates from one aspect for the achievements of ancient culture,
art, science and technology, and is an important component of the
Chinese traditional culture. Owing to historical reasons, many famous
royal gardens built before the Ming Dynasty and Qing Dynasty no
longer exist. For this reason makes the Mountain Resort even more
precious and an existing treasure of ancient gardening art.

In 1994, the World Heritage Commission of the UNESCO
included Mountain Resort and Outlying Temples on the World
Heritage List and then they became the common wealth of human
beings.

The Chengde Summer Mountain Resort

(at the gate of Li Zheng Men)

Now we are in front of the gate of Li Zheng Men, in English that
means the gate of Beauty and Righteousness, it is the first one among
the 36 scenic wonders named by Qianlong and been built in 1754,
and it is the entrance to the Main Palace. It's facing south direction
presented the Chinese traditional structure, maybe you have seen the
one, Zhengyang Gate at Tiananmen Square in Bejing. And you see
two lions at the both sides of the gate; they were symbolizing the
imperial power at ancient time. In China, lions were supposed to be
good doorkeepers and put at the gate to ward off evil spirits. Lions are
frequently seen in front of buildings as guardians, the male one
playing with a ball and the other female one protecting a cub. It was
considered auspicious. The ball is said to represent imperial treasury
or peace. The cub sucks milk from underneath the claw, because the
female doesn't have breast. And two stone tablets with Chinese
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characters means the Qing Dynasty high officials and ministers must
have a stop and get off sedan-chair or dismount there, otherwise they
would be punished according to Qing Dynasty Regulations. And
please look up the tablet above the gate, there are five nationality
languages of Li Zheng Men carved on, from right to left they are
Mongolian, Uygur, Chinese, Tibetan and Manchu. They symbolize
that China is a multinational and united country.

The Red Screen Wall on the opposite of the gate was used to
keep away the outside urban area.

I'd like to tell you a story about the Red Screen Wall in front of
the gate, the story goes on like that a golden cock flying into the wall

from the Cock Hill where is about twenty kilometers way from urban




area. Because the emperor of Yuan Dynasty who liked gold very
much, he sent many soldiers to find the gold and treasures. When he
heard the Cock Hill lived a golden cock he ordered his high officials
and troops to surrounded the hill and tried to catch the cock, but the
cock was a supernatural cock it suddenly changed into much bigger a
hundred times than itself then waved its wings to make blowing wind
with stones and sands to the troops so that hurt them terribly. The
cock flied up into the sky and toward to the north. The officials saw
the cock flied away with their own eyes but no method. The cock
didn't stop till it saw the Red Screen Wall, so it flied into the wall and
lived in it till now, if you don't believe you can try to pat the wall with
hands, you may hear cock singing inside.

Now let me ask everybody of you to be once an emperor to
entering the middle gate and enjoy yourself of emperors' life in
ancient time.
