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Publication Description

Research on State Governance, as research series choosing the notion of
“State Governance” as subject, is directed by China’s Ministry of Education and
edited by Institute of State Governance (ISG) at Huazhong University of Science
and Technology (HUST). The chief editor of the research series, Ouyang Kang,
as a prestigious philosopher, is the Dean of ISG.

ISG is built as a newuniversity think tank with Chinese characteristics, in
response to the proposal of “promoting the modernization of national governance
systems and governance capacity,” by the third plenary session of the 18" Chi-
nese Communist Party representatives. The institute consists of the state govern-
ance theory and comparative research center, the national system of governance
and policy research center, the regulation and evaluation system of governance
research center, the management information acquisition and big data processing
center, the government decision support system research center, regional govern-
ance of Hubei and development strategy of central China research center, etc.
The Institute actively seeks support from central and local governments, and the
collaboration with domestic and abroad institutes, collaboratively tackle major is-
sues in state governance, both theoretical and practical. Since its establishment
in February, 2014, the institute has undertook several projects, e. g., “Theo-
retical Study on the Promotion of Governance Capability and Modernization of
State Governance” , a Major Philosophy and Social Science Fund Project from
the Ministry of Education in 2014; “Research on the Modernization of Provincial
Governance and Promotion of Governance Capability” , delegated by the Hubei

Provincial Government; and two projects sponsored by the National Social Sci-
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ence Fund in 2015, “the Study of Assessment Indicators System for State Gov-
ernance in the context of Chinese Socialism” , and “Philosophy of State Govern-
ance”. ISG has published influencing books such as the Essence and Tactics of
State Governance, the Modernization of Provincial Governance, etc. 1SG runs two
annual conferences: the National Summit for the construction of state governance
system and capability, the International Symposium (a. k. a., East Lake Fo-
rum) on Global Governance. ISG was recognized by the Hubei Provincial Minis-
try of Education as a key study base of humanities and social sciences in Novem-
ber 2014. In March 2016, the Institute was officially assessed as a key collabora-
tive innovation center for state governance in Hubei province.

The Research Series on State Governance is compiled by ISG as professional
academic Journal, published once or twice a year, based on the papers from two
annual conferences; important papers from other sources on State Governance are
also incorporated. The Objectives of the Research Series is to provide reference
for scholars who committed themselves to the theoretical study and officials who

are in the practice of the state governance.
