Most Americans don’ t like to get advice from members of their family. When they
need advice, they don’ t usually ask people they know. Instead, many Americans write
letters to newspapers and magazines which advise on may different subjects, including fam-
ily problems, sex, the use of language, health, cooking, child care, clothes, and how to buy a
house or a car.

In American schools there is something called Homecoming Day. Many high schools
