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ABSTRACT

The General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) was created after World War II,
somewhat as an afterthought and with no elaborate planning, but it has now, nevertheless,
been in existence for more than forty years and as the constitutional law of international trade
has been contributing immensely to development of world trade. Currently, the Republic of
China is the thirteenth biggest trading nation in the world, and as such depends highly on its
transactions with foreign countries. There is a strong economic interdependence between the
R.O.C. and the international community. It is evident that the GATT is very important for
the R.O.C. Nowadays, much public debate brings up the argument that the R.O.C. should re-
turn to the GATT. However, these arguments cannot solve the issue of how to return because
most of those entering the debate do not have much idea about the GATT rules and the way
the R.O.C. might accede to the GATT. It is, therefore, necessary to outline and explain the
GATT to the public of the R.O.C. This book has five chapters, among which Chapter II, III,
and IV are the three major parts.

CHAPTER I: INTRODUCTION

This chapter introduces the current situation of international economic relations, the im-
portance of international economic rules, and the relationships between the R.O.C. and the
GATT. It then explains the motives, aims, methods, scope, research materials, and limitations
of the book.

CHAPTER II: DISCUSSION IN OUTLINE OF THE GENERAL AGREEMENT ON

TARIFFS AND TRADE AND THE RECORD OF EVENTS OF
THE ROC’s FIRST ACCESSION TO AND LATER WITHDRAWAL
FROM THE GATT

This chapter is divided into four sections. First, it introduces the origin of the GATT
and its evolvement. The book discusses and clarifies the international legal nature and orga-
nization of GATT. Second, it takes a look back to the history of the ROC’s first accession to
and later withdrawal from the GATT, and studies in respect of the law and foreign trade
whether it was advantageous to withdraw then. Finally, it presents the procedures and ways of

acceding to the GATT, and examines the occuring legal problems as soon as the R.O.C. tries
to accede.

CHAPTER III: DISCUSSION OF HOW THE ROC COULD ADOPT THE GATT
RULES

This chapter has two sections. First, it introduces the nature of countervailing duties,

anti-dumping duties, and customs valution in general, and then list the chronicle of the ROC’s

domestic laws concerning these three measures. Second, it discusses in detail these three
measures in the GATT, in the Tokyo Round agreements, and in the present domestic laws of
the R.O.C., as well as describes the practical execution of these in the R.O.C. Certain defects
of the domestic laws are exposed, and some suggestions are given for improvements.

CHAPTER 1V: THE ADVISABILITY FOR THE R.O.C. TO ADOPT CERTAIN

GATT RULES FOR NATIONAL ECONOMY

This chapter deals with two topics. First, it expounds the general definition of import
relief, as well as its provisions in the GATT and in the domestic laws of the United Stated
and European Community (EEC). Then it presents the ROC’s domestic laws concerning im-
port control, points out some of their defects, and provides some ideas about adopting the in-
ternational rule of import relief. Second, it discusses the rule of government procurement as
well as its provisions in the Tokyo Round agreements and in the domestic laws of the United
States, EEC and Japan. Following these explanations, the ROCs domestic regulations con-
cerning the government procurement are stated and their shortcomings analysed. The book
then gives directions toward amending these regulations.

CHAPTER V: CONCLUSION

This chapter presents the general outlook for the Uruguay Round of Multilateral Trade
Negotiations and its impact on the international trade transactions of the R.O.C. Finally, the
thesis summarizes certain opinions of scholars and experts about the significance of the ROC’s
returning to the GATT.
