The Education System in China

In China, education is divided into three categories: basic education,
higher education, and adult education. The Compulsory Education Law

demands that each child should have nine years of formal education.

Basic Education

Basic education in China includes pre-school education, primary

education and regular secondary education.

A preschool/kindergarten can last up to three years, with children entering as early as age three, until age

six, when they enter a primary school in general.

Secondary education is divided into academic secondary education and specialized/vocational/technical

secondary education.

Vocational schools offer programs ranging from two to four years and train medium-level skilled workers,

farmers, and managerial and technical personnel.

Higher Education

Higher education at the undergraduate level includes two-and three-year junior colleges (sometimes also
called short-cycle colleges), four-year colleges, and universities offering programs in both academic and vocational

subjects. Many colleges and universities also offer graduate programs leading to the master’s or the Ph.D. degree.

Adult Education
Adult education partly covers all three of the above categories. Adult higher education includes radio/TV

universities, cadre institutes, workers’ colleges, peasant colleges, etc.
