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Abstract

In 2015, the strategy of promoting coordinated development of the
Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei region was carried out, which relocated functions
non-essential to Beijing’s role as the capital away from the city and
accelerated the pace of constructing the world-class harmonious and livable
capital. Additionally, urban and rural economic society was developed
steadily, and the goals of the Tuwelfth Five-Year Plan for urban-rural
integration has been basically fulfilled.

The relocation of non-essential functions of Beijing’s role as the capital
was the most essential part in implementing the capital strategicorientation
and promoting the coordinated development of Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei
region in 2015. By various means of simultaneously dredging and
controlling, Beijing allocated the work flow by their functions and
industries. The construction of the sophisticated and firstclass urban-rural
economy was accelerated. Beijing refined its agriculture and livestock
production in a way where the water consumption was constrained
systematically and comprehensively, resulting in the efficient production of
agricultural product and the flourish of modern planting and leisure
industry. In addition, National new type urbanization trials, Tongzhou,
Fangshan, Daxing, Pinggu, etc. , urban-rural integration trials, and main
functional zoning trials, Yanqing and Miyun, are steadily advanced. The
constructions for urban-rural fringe, elderly services in small towns, leisure
industry and tourism were carried out smoothly. Also, rural community
and “beautiful countryside” construction were conducted at a fast speed.

Moreover, Beijing also fully implemented “ New Three-Actions” project,
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where an administrative system, a prototype for trade market and a
coordination and arbitration mechanism have been established for land
transfer. Property system renovation for collective economy at village level
has been 97.7% completed, “ three rural-related financial resources ”
administration were improved, and farmers’ professional cooperatives were
advanced and well-regulated. In 2015, there were five rural financial
systems were formed, industrial finance, pre-development finance, people’s
livelihood finance, development finance and ecological finance. Ecological
service abilities of rural area and agriculture have been greatly upgraded.
Moreover, the creation of ecological development mode, * valley
economy ~, demonstrated the large-scale development for ecological
agriculture. As with the subsistence allowance system was integrated in
urban and rural areas, the pension and medical services covering both urban
and rural areas were further improved. What’s more, the employment was
well ensured in the process of urban-rural integration. 80. 3% of rural labor
force managed to relocate their employment, and farmers’ salary income
accounted for over 70% of the total income. In 2015, farmers average
disposable income reached 20569 CNY, the increment percentage outpaced
that of the urban residents for the seventh year. What was also advanced at
a fast pace was the infrastructure improvement in the urban-rural
integration. The “ Five Infrastructure” Construction and the “ Three-
Actions” project was carried out as expected, and the goal of “bus in every
village” and safe water in rural area was accomplished ahead of other
provinces. Beijing is among the four provinces, where effective garbage
disposal was recognized. Owverall, the living situation in rural area was
improved on all sides.

However, there are also many conflicts and problems associated with
Beijing urban-rural integration development, which put restrictions on the
positive interactions between urban and rural areas. First, the land policy in
rural area was renovated in a slow fashion, and a lack of effective

coordination mechanism can be seen in construction land market and farm
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land circulation. Second, the quality and profits of rural economy are to be
improved. Now the industrial development is “small in scale, scattered in
distribution and low in efficiency” , where the total profitrate for collective
economy is less than 4% , and the productivity of rural labor is increasing
slowly. Third, there’s no thorough solution for multi-layer conflicts in
urban-rural fringe. Fourth, the administration at rural community-level is
outdated and difficult to carry out law-supported substitute. Last but not
least, there’s not enough urban-rural coordination in the construction,
investment and protection in ecological construction, resulting in the failure
of reaching the greening goals in rural area.

It can be foreseen that as with the coordinated development of the
Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei region, the collective economy will speedup in
transformation and upgrading, the form of Beijing urban-rural integration
and equity structure are tended to be improved. Also, the comprehensive
reform and policy innovation will be more advanced, and a market
consisting of the elements of urban-rural integration will be established step
by step. Ecological development will become the basic concept in urban-
rural integration, and thus the ecological living condition in both urban and
rural areas will be further improved. Additionally, there will be more
channels to boost farmers’ income, reducing the income gap between urban
and rural residents. At the same time, the public services integration
between urban and rural areas will also be accelerated, and thus farmers’

social security and benefits will be more satisfying.
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
