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Note from the Mayor

Taiwanese modern art has its origins in the mid-19" century. At first, it adapted European and American artistic styles
and influences, before moving onto a parallel track of development. Today, Taiwanese modern art has its own unique identity.

Tsai-mo art originated in Taichung City and was the creation of Federation of International Tsai-Mo Artists Chairman
Huang, Chao-Hu and other art masters from around the world in the 1990s. This group founded the above federation of artists
and remains passionate about promoting the dream of “tsai-mo internationalization” . Besides events that are organized
in Taichung, the tsai-mo art festivals also have exhibited works in the United States, Canada, France, Poland, El Salvador,

Malaysia, Philippine, Spain, Mexico and other nations, earning it attention and praise in global art circles.

In 2002, the Taichung Cultural Affairs Bureau officially inaugurated the Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival with the
assistance of the Federation of International Tsai-Mo Artists, inviting well-known international artists to participate in its
exhibition. In the 14 years since then, this event has captured the attention and participation of many global artists, making it

one of Taichung City's most important art festivals.

This year features the 14" Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival-2015 International Tsai-Mo Butterfly Art Exhibition. There
are 140 participating artists from 31 countries who have produced 180 works with the “butterfly” theme. The special styles
and variety represented in this multinational mix add a tremendous richness to the content of this year's Taichung Tsai-Mo Art
Festival.

I have always valued the promotion of art and culture, emphasizing and promoting the slogan, “The city is a vessel
for culture, and culture is the soul of the city.” Therefore, this year's culture-related city budget has increased 36.8 percent,
from NT$1.8 billion to NT$1.48 billion, in the hope that more cultural events like this will be organized toward the goals of
boosting esthetics and the quality of life for Taichung residents and transforming Taichung into what is truly a “Creative
City * Cultural Capital” .

All artworks at this year's International Tsai-Mo Butterfly Art Exhibition are included in this catalog, and I would like
to thank the many participating artists from around the world. I also want to thank all of the responsible departments and
colleagues of the Taichung Cultural Affairs Bureau. This catalog showcases the fruit of much hard work and this international

Since 2002, the Taichung Cultural Affairs Bureau's annual eye-catching Tsai-Mo Art Festival has presented a diversity of
themes and invited both local and foreign tsai-mo artists to join this international art exhibition. The festival includes a variety
of events that have helped give it a special position in Taichung City's visual arts scene and, this year, its inspirational life-

oriented and ecological theme is “Butterfly” .

The centerpiece of this year's Tsai-Mo Art Festival is the 2015 International Tasi-Mo Butterfly Art Exhibition and
140 participating artists from 31 countries-Austria, Bulgaria, Canada, China, Colombia, Czech Republic, Egypt, France,
Germany, India, Indonesia, Israel, Italy, Japan, South Korea, Latvia, Lithuania, Malaysia, Mexico, Pakistan, the Philippines,
Poland, Portugal, Singapore, Spain, Switzerland, Thailand, United States of America, Ukraine, Uzbekistan, and Taiwan-have
submitted 180 artworks. Due to the diverse artistic styles of various countries, this show is very creative and interesting in

content and has received excellent reviews.

For this year's event, we have specifically combined art and literature, inviting the “shanshui” (mountain-water) poet
Zhan, Yi-Nong, whose poem “The Migrating Diary of Euploeas” portrays the way that these butterflies migrate north from
Pingtung county. This poem has been matched up with tsai-mo artworks by students from my previous school and will be

displayed at “Power Space” , yet another festival highlight.

In addition, the 14" Tsai-Mo New Artists Awards, Formosa Flying Butterfly Installation Art Exhibition, and Creative
Butterfly Design Painting Competition will all take place this year, as will the “Color the City” event being highlighted in

Hengshan community with rich content that Taichung residents are deeply fond of.

I would like to thank every artist and all the departments that were a part of this festival. It is my belief that the Taichung

Tsai-Mo Art Festival will not only enrich the heritage of tsai-mo art but also showcase the outstanding features of Taichung's

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Note from the Federation of International Tsai-Mo Artists President

Tsai-Mo art is an organic art filled with diversity, inclusivity, Eastern influences and humanistic thinking, incorporating
both Eastern and Western artistic features to create this uniquely Taiwanese form of art.

This year marks the 14" Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival, which has a “butterfly” theme designed to encourage all
participating artists from various countries to develop their creativity by exploring and experiencing differences between
customs, lifestyles, artistic design and new ways of thinking.

The 2015 International Tsai-Mo Butterfly Art Exhibition has seen participation by 140 artists, from 31 countries,
submitting 180 works of art. Thanks to the unique styles and bright colors used, these works strongly underline the stunning
nature of tsai-mo art and, just like butterflies, show a diversity of styles and competitive quality.

When observing the artistic styles and forms of this art, there are four creative features: The depiction of life, decorative

style designs, recreation of traditional cultural customs, and descriptive patterns of solo-narration. The combination of these -

four features is summed up in 15 different interesting kinds of butterflies, including butterflies with bowties, butterflies that
carry things, ones filled with kisses. ones in beautiful gowns, those from books. others that dance, angel butterflies, butterflies
with tattoos, transformative butterflies, rainbow butterflies, ecological butterflies, two-faced butterflies, petal-shaped
butterflies, butterflies that resemble nude women, butterfly dreams, and so on. The art is formed somewhere between the
imagination and reality, between creativity and skills, in a state that bears a very close resemblance to everyday life.

For this year's Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival, we also held the 14" Tsai-Mo Artist Exhibition, displaying all 12 awarded
works. In addition, there was the Formosa Flying Butterfly Installation Art Exhibition, Creative Butterfly Design Painting
Competition, and Tsai-Mo Art Exchange Conversation events, all based on the meaningful butterfly theme.

As a city of culture, Taichung has many urban and small-town cultural features and the Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival
has served as a connection between Taichung's local culture and art and the international art world. This is all helping to
transform this city into a significant international art platform.

I would like to thank all of the artists who participated in this year's International Tsai-Mo Butterfly Art Exhibition.
I also want to offer special thanks to Taichung Mayor Lin Chia-lung for personally hosting the opening ceremony, and to
Cultural Affairs Bureau Director Wang Zhi-Cheng for his support, and express my appreciation to all of my fellow colleagues
for working hard to create another successful Taichung Tsai-Mo Art Festival.

Finally, please note that an album will be published as a collection of all the participating artists' fine art pieces, serving

to document the precious works that were a part of this festival.
