lerm-time hohidays will be banned

Parents are to be banned by Michael Gove, UK’s Education Secretary,
from taking their children out of school to save money on holidays.

He 1s to abolish the right of head teachers to “authorize absence’ from the
classroom, which has been used to let families take term-time breaks, and will
warn them they face fines for their children not being at school.

“Any time out of school has the potential to damage a child’s education,”
a senior source at the Department for Education said this weekend. “That is
why the government will end the distinction between authorized and unauthor-
ized absence.”

“This 1s part of the government’s wider commitment to bring down tru-
ancy levels in our schools. There will also be stricter penalties for parents and
schools.”

The tough measures on truancy are part of a wider attempt by Mr. Gove to
make education more academically rigorous and to tackle a culture in the edu-

cational establishment which he believes has accepted “excuses for failure”.
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
