Investigation of national situation of rule of law and indices of rule of law is an
important method of positive jurisprudence. This book is a collection of carefully se-
lected think tank reports prepared by CASS Center for the Studies of National Indi-
ces of the Rule of Law. Divided into three parts, it shows the process of develop-
ment of the rule of law in China. The part on indices of rule of law introduces indi-
ces of rule of law into three areas of construction of the rule of law, namely disclo-
sure of government information, disclosure of information of institutions of higher
education, and legislation by local people’s congresses, carries out objective as-
sessment of the relevant information from the third party perspective, and demon-
strates in a concentrated way the degree of government transparency after the estab-
lishment of the system of disclosure of government information and the scientific
and democratic nature of legislation by local people’s congresses in China. The re-
port on the investigation of national conditions of rule of law objectively reflects the
progress of construction of the rule of law in China at two dimensions—the legisla-
tion of the National People’s Congress at the central level and the quantitative eval-
uation of the construction of the rule of law at the local level—on the basis of sound

first-hand data. The part on local experiences analyzes the practices and experi-
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ences of construction of the rule of law of some provinces, including Sichuan and
Guangdong, and tries to summarize from these experiences a road to the rule of

law worth popularizing.
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
