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Editor’s Note

Under the guideline of the Scientific Outlook on Development and in
line with the efforts to promote the coordinated urban and rural develop-
ment, China Urban-Rural Construction Statistical Yearbook and China Ur-
ban Construction Statistical Yearbook are published annually in both Chi-
nese and English languages to provide comprehensive information on urban
and rural service facilities development in China. Being the source of
facts, the yearbooks help to facilitate the understanding of people from all

walks of life at home and abroad on China’s urban and rural development.

2012 China Urban-Rural Construction Statistical Yearbook is complied
based on statistical data on urban construction in year 2012 that were re-
ported by construction authorities of provinces, autonomous regions and
municipalities directly under the central government. The yearbook is
composed of statistics for three parts, namely statistics for cities, county

seats, and villages and small towns.

This Yearbook does not include data of Hong Kong Special Adminis-
trative Region, Macao Special Administrative Region and Taiwan Prov-

nce.

Any comments to improve the quality of the yearbook are welcomed to

promote the advancement in statistics in China’s construction industry.
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Explanatory Notes

| . There were a total of 657 cities, 1624 counties (including autonomous counties, banners, autonomous
banners, forest districts, and special districts) , 19881 towns, 13281 townships, and 589, 000 administrative vil-
lages in all the 31 provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities across China by the end of 2012.

II. The yearbook is composed of the following three parts: Cities, County Seats, and Villages and Towns.

1. The statistics in the part of Cities is based on data collected from 657 cities. Data of Sansha City is incom-
plete, since it has been recently established.

2. In the part of County Seats, data is from 1607 counties, 16 special zones and districts and 145 stations of
Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps.

As for data of the rest 17 counties, arrangements have been made as follows: data from Yanging and Miyun
County in Beijing and Chongming County in Shanghai are included in the statistics of Beijing and Shanghai respec-
tively, as these counties cannot be separated from the cities they belong to; data from Handan, Xingtai, Xuanhua,
and Cangxian County in Hebei Province, Zezhou County in Shanxi Province, Fushun, Panshan, Tieling, and
Chaoyang County in Liaoning Province, Xuchang and Anyang County in Henan Province, and Urumqi and Hetian
County in Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region are included in the statistics of the respective cities administering the
above 13 counties due to the identity of the location between the county seats and the cities; data on Jinmen County
in Fujian Province has not been available at the moment.

16 special zones and districts include Caofeidian in Hebei Province, Jiagedaqi in Heilongjiang Province,
Mount Lushan Scenic Spot in Jiangxi Province, Xiangyang District in Hubei Province, Nanyue District, Datong
Lake District and Hongjiang District in Hunan Province, Yangpu Development Zone in Hainan Province, Kunming
Yangzong Lake Scenic Spot, Kunming Tangdian Industrial Park and Kunming Mount Jiaozi Tourism Development
Zone in Yunnan Province, Yangling District in Shaanxi Province, Hongsibao Development Zone in Ningxia Autono-
mous Region, and Xihai Town and Mangya, Dachaidan and Lenghu Administrative Commission in Haibei Prefecture
of Qinghai Province.

3. In the part of Villages and Towns, statistics is based on data from 17187 towns, 12687 townships (inclu-
ding minority townships, Sumus and minority Sumus) , 672 special areas at the level of town and township, and
2. 669 million natural villages including 551, 000 villages where villagers’ committees are situated.

Il. Coverage of the statistics

Urban Areas: (1) areas under the jurisdiction of neighborhood administration; (2) other towns (townships)
connected to urban public facilities, residential facilities and municipal utilities; (3) special areas like independ-
ent industrial and mining districts, development zones, research institutes, and universities and colleges with per-
manent residents of 3000 and above.

County Seat Areas: (1) towns and townships where county governments are situated and areas under the juris-
diction of neighborhood administration; (2) other towns (townships) connected to county seat public facilities,
residential facilities and municipal utilities; (3) special areas like independent industrial and mining districts, de-
velopment zones, research institutes, and universities and colleges with permanent residents of 3000 and above.

Villages and Small Towns Areas:; towns, townships and special district at township level of which public facili-
ties and residential facilities are not connected to those of cities ( county seats).

IV. Starting from 2009, statistics on urban public transport have been removed, and relevant information on
the construction of urban rail transport system has been added.

V. All the per capita and coverage rate data in this Yearbook, except the per capita residential floor area and
per capita daily consumption of domestic water, are calculated using the sum of resident and non-resident population
as a denominator.

VI. 1In this yearbook, “—" indicates that the figure is not large enough to be measured with the smallest unit
in the table.

V. The calculation errors of the total or relative value of some data in this Yearbook arising from the use of dif-
ferent measurement units have not been mechanically aligned.
