Winston Chao is a Chinese American scholar, born in China,
raised in Hong Kong, educated and worked in Canada and the
U.S.A., before coming to Taiwan. He emigrated in the late 1960's
with his family to America.

Professor Chao received an Honors BA degree in Sociology and
Politioal Science from York University, Canada  and an MA in Soci-
ology from the University of Toronto. Later, he pursued advanced
graduate and professional trainings at the University of California,
Berkeley in Social Welfare and Education, receiving MSW and MA
degrees respectively from that institution. His doctoral work was in
the Sociology of Education, also from Berkeley.

Chao has won many honors and awards, including a Winters
College Fellow’s Prize from York University for highest academic
achivement in the graduating year ; a Carnegie Corporation scholar-
ship 3 a Woodraw Wilson National Fellowship Foundation Adminis-
trative Internship Award ; and a Lilly Endowment Teaching Fellowship

Chao has lived in America for over twenty-five years, where he
once worked in the 1970’s as a Program Consultant in Parole Services
for the California Youth Authority 5 a Special Assistant to the City
Manager of Pinole. In-the late 1970’s and Mid 80’s, he served as an
Assistant Professor in Social Work and Sociology at the University of
Wisconsin 5 a Senior Research Associate and Adjunct Professor in the

Center for Public Administration Education at the California State Uni-
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versity, Hayward. He was, a visiting scholar at the Hoover Institution
East Asian Collections, Stanford University. Besides, he has been a
consultant to many California education organizations and non-profit
agencies.

In 1985, Professor Chao came to Taiwan at the in invitation of
Tunghai University, where he served as Special Assistant to the Presi-
dent of the University 5 and later, the Executive Director for the
Office of International Education, a post he founded and held for
more than eight years. In 1993 ~ 94 he was visiting professor at the
California State University, Long Beach. He now teaches social work
in the Dept. and Graduate Institute of Social Work at Tunghai Uni-
versity .
