Qing Dynasty is one of many dynasties that devotes much attention to court
music, and it is also the longest dynasty that preserves the ancient music system.
The court music in Qing Dynasty had been the most flourishing period since Sui
Dynasty and Tang Dynasty. The Summer Resort conducted as a summer palace
and the second political and cultural center of Qing Empire. The Court Music of
the Summer Resort and its music system, temperament, movement, music rite,
musical instruments and the orchestra establishments are important components
of the Qing Court’s Music. The Corurt’s Music of the Summer Resort was in its
golden age and the most brilliant period during Qianlong’s reign. Qing Court’s
Music includes sacrificial music, banquet music, greeting music and honor music
in the court. With the emperors’ inspection tour to the north in Qing Dynasty, the
court music had spread to Chengde area. It has a long history for over 300 hun-
dred years. The Court’s Music of the Summer resort used to play a special role in
the process of shaping multi-national country.

The Court’s Music of the Summer Resort( mainly the banquet music with silk
strings for the palaces of the imperial concubines) had gone beyond the court
boundary to the folks after the Qing administration. It has been inherited by one
of the descendants of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Royal music fans. It
is carried on by the Association of Qing Court’s Music in Chengde. It has a
history of nearly a hundred years long, and still preserves its original characteris-
tics in Chengde till now.
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
