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Preface

place.

The history is fading away from us, but it leaves behind a precious heritage across
time and space, from generation to generation. Up to now, Baise still remains the surviv-
ing traces of our ancestors and rhyme of prehistoric civilization. As early as the Paleolithic,
Youjiang Valley was the hometown of ancient human reproduction. In recent years, ar-
chaeologists at home and abroad, discovered here more than 100 ancient human sites, such
as the discovery of Baise Stone Axe, which strongly shook up “Morse lines” , which
dominated the world archaeological community for half a century, and rewrote the orien-
tal ancient human evolutionary history.

From that
time to the Eastern Jin Dynasty, it was about 500 years in the most parts of Xilin and
Baise where the “Gouding Kingdom” coexisted with the ancient Yelang Kongdom. In
1960s and 1970s, the Han Copper Coffin Tomb and Bronze Drum Tomb were unearthed

with a large quantity of bronze wares and gilt crafts, which illustrated the grand history
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and brilliant culture of Gouding Kingdom and shocked the archaeology at home and
abroad. Here, the Ganzhuang Mountain, with a long Buluotuo culture which stands on
the bank of Youjiang, was the place where the Humane Primogenitor Buluotuo of indige-
nous in the Pearl River basin lived. Here have 14 ancient states which are more than
thousands of years. Here is the place where the “Xilin Church Case” happened, which
was one cause of Second Opium War.

This place is famous for the Baise Uprising. In 1929, the predecessors of proletarian
revolution such as Deng Xiaoping, Zhang Yunyi, Wei Baqun, led the famous Baise Upris-
ing successfully. After that, they established the 7th Corps, Chinese Workers’ and Peas-
ants’ Red Army, built a Youjiang Revolutionary Base Area, established Soviet power, and
wrote an immortal chapter in the light of the future. Therefore, Baise was stored into the
grand history of Chinese revolution with the great man.

Baise, is the home of outstanding historical figures, such as the famous Anti—Japanese
general and Heroine Mrs. Vachelli; the leader of Zhuang Uprising and hero of Chinese
nation, Nungz Cigaoh; the well ~known three governors Chen Yuying, Chen Yubao,
Chen Chunxuan, the famous leader of peasant movements Wei Baqun; the Southern poet
Liang Daiyue...
