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Teaching procedures

Step 1 Show a picture of Tu Youyou. Ask students something about her to
get the students familiar with this great scientist

T: Look at this picture. Who is she? Do you know?

S: She is Tu Youyou.

T: That’ s right. She is Tu Youyou. Do you know anything about her? For example,
where is she from?

S: Ningbo.

T: Right. She is a Ningbonese, just like all of us. She used to live in Kaiming Street, in
Haishu District. And which school did she study in?

S: Xiaoshi Middle School.

T: Yes. It’ s one of the most famous schools in our city.

Step 2 Enable students to know the achievements of Tu Youyou and her
years of hard work
T: Tu Youyou is very famous now. Do you know why?

S: She wins the Nobel Prize.

T: Yes. Tu Youyou wins the 2015 Nobel Prize ( show the picture of 2015 Nobel Prize
Certificate ) because she discovered a new kind of thing called Qinghaosu (show a picture of
Qinghaosu ) in a plant and then after years of hard work and thousands of experiments, she
invented a new kind of medicine which can be used to cure a terrible disease. So Tu Youyou is
a great inventor. She invents a great invention.

Step 3 Brainstorm: what is important to become an inventor

T: But do you think it is easy to become an inventor?

S: No, I don’ t think so.

T: Yeah, of course not. It’ s not easy to become an inventor. So brainstorm: what’ s
important to be an inventor? That means what good qualities should an inventor have? For
example, for me, I think if you want to be an inventor, you should be careful. What’ s your
opinion? Can you give me more words?

Students give more words: patient, smart, brave, never give up (persistent ), creative,
knowledgeable, serious, strict...

Teacher lists all these words on the blackboard and adds more: interested ( curious ) .
