IMO ( the original name was the Inter-Governmental Maritime Consultative Organization, or
IMCO, but the name was changed in 1982 to IMO ) .

The IMO Convention entered into force in 1958 and the new Organization met for the
first time the following year. By the time IMO came into existence in 1958, several important
international conventions had already been developed, including the International Convention
for the Safety of Life at Sea of 1948, the International Convention for the Prevention of
Pollution of the Sea by Oil of 1954 and treaties dealing with load lines and the prevention of
collisions at sea. IMO was made responsible for ensuring that the majority of these conventions
were kept up to date. It was also given the task of developing new conventions as and when the
need arose.

The creation of IMO coincided with a period of tremendous change in world shipping and
the Organization was kept busy from the start developing new conventions and ensuring that
existing instruments kept pace with changes in shipping technology. It is now responsible for
more than 40 international conventions and agreements and has adopted numerous protocols

and amendments.”

Standards of service and maintenance on board vessels have come under increasing
scrutiny as the needs for cost saving exercises, including the use of smaller crews have become
wide spread.

Routine maintenance on board has often been reduced in favour of either an on board
riding crew or shore based riding crew or shore based repairs. However, of the 355 inspections
made to collect manning information by Pand I Club, only 30 reported presence on board
of riding crews. Furthermore, the very commercial pressures ( low freight rates and strictly
enforced delivery schedules ) which have led to the need to reduce the number and experience
of crew members, have also created a climate which discourages the laying-up of ships for

repair.@
