PREPARATIONS

One should be measured in natural posture wearing summer
under-garments in summer and winter under-garments in
winter. Before start measuring, pass an elastic tape slackly around
the waist, the narrowest part of it, and top of each arm, tied on
the shoulders. /

MEASUREMENTS

@ Neck: Measure round the lowest part of the neck.

(® Front width: Measure between the elastic tapes at the joints
of both arms.

® Breast point: At front center measure from the neck joint up
to the point between the two teats. The length between the teats
should also be measured. (@)

(® Back width: On the shoulder blade measure fully between
the elastic tapes at the joints of the two arms, as in case of bust
width.

Bust: Measure the highest part of the breast horizontally.

® Waist: Measure the thinnest part of the torso horizontally
and tightly.

Back waist length : Measure from the neck joint to the waist,
directly through the center backbone.

Back length: After measuring back waist length, press the
tape measure at the waist line position and continue measuring
down to the floor. The length from the neck joint to the floor will
be back length.

@ Skirt length: @~ (®+@D)

@ Hip: Measure around the thickest of the waist horizontally
and loosely.

@ Hip length: Measure between the waist and the hip lines.
@ Shoulder: Measure from the neck joint to the arm joint. The
neck line is right on the shoulder. Shoulder is slightly inclined
backward rather than right. on the top.

@ Sieeve length: Lightly bend the elbow and measure from
the arm joint to the thin part of the wrist passing the elbow.

@ Biceps circumference: Measure loosely the thickest part of
the arm joint.

@ Wrist circumference : Measure around the wrist.
