1. Kindergarden. It enrolls children of 8, 4,6 years old, and
has at least 3 classes. 2. Preschooler Class. It’ attached to
to local primary school, taking in 6--7 years old ehildren.
B. Infani Class. Only one closs for all of the infants in
village. 4. Mobile Kindergarden on Grassland It was set up in
the pasoral sreas of Xilingele League of the Inner Mongolia.
6. Touring Instrdcion Btation It applies to mountain aresas.
6. Place for Playing. It was estahlished in mountain villages
of Guangxi province. 7. Prerchool Education Base. It’ s set up in
large villages. 8. Children’ s Palace of Recreation. It’ s found
in prosperous villages. 9 Guidance Station of Family Education.
10. Behool for Parent. It’ s attached to local preschooler class,
kindergarden and primary school. The various of approaches
enhance greatly the development of child edueation into more
rural areas, more families, and for more children. It will
become one of the new trends of child education in China
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
