Measurements must be taken correctly in order to make
a dress with a perfect fit.

A person whose measurements are to be taken should be
wearing all necessary underwear neatly and stand at ease.
A string of cord or a piece of tape is tied softly around
the waist to mark the waistline.

The base patterns of the front and back bodices are drawn
on the basis of bust and neck-waist measurements. But if
measurements are taken of places marked in the illustra-
tion, you will be able to make a better assessment of the
finished patterns and economize time for fitting.

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Base Patterns

The dressmaker’s dummy is often used to cut out a dress.
But the easiest way to make a dress is to usc patterns
drawn on paper. The base pattern serves as the basis for
all kinds of pattern drawing. Our body has an intricate
figure, and physique differs with persons. The base pattern
applicable to any type of physique must be made simple
enough for anyone to draw. It is desirable that it can be
applied to any type of dress or any design without difficulty.

Explained here is an easy way of drawing the base pattern
on the basis of the bust and neck-waist measurements and
fixed measurements (applicable to any type of physique).
1. Draw a vertical line equivalent to the neck-waist length.
Then draw at right angle a horizontal line equivalent to
half of the bust measurement plus 5¢m (2 inches) allowance
to form an oblong square.

2. Draw a bust line equivalent to one-sixth of the bust
measurement plus 7cm (2% inches) allowance from the
upper edge. .

3. Mark a distance equivalent to one-sixth of bust measure-
ment plus 4.5cm (14 inches) allowance on the bust line
from the back center and draw a vertical line at right angle
to bust line to mark the width of back. Mark a length
equivalent to one-sixth of bust measurement plus 3em (1
1/8 inches) also on the bust line from the front center line
to inark the width of the bust.

How to apply base patterns in drawing
When your base patterns are drawn, cut them out and
place them on paper to draw dress patterns. Here are
basic instructions on how to use them in drawing dress

patterns. The base patterns drawn on paper are two-dimen- ¢

sional. In order to make flat patterns negotiate curves of
body, darts and gathers are taken. We must not forget the
bust volume in making women’s dresses. In other words,
allowance included in the front bodice is for bust, which
can be made into a dart, gathers or a tuck to sccommodate
fullness of bust. Explained below is how to make a dart.
Figure (@) shows the positions and names of darts. Darts
can be taken towards BP (bust point) from various direc-
tions. Dart or darts must be taken in such a way as will
set off the design of your dress to advantage. Depending
on designs, the allowance for bust can be made into gathers
or tucks or even included in a cut. In most cases the
difference between the side length of the front bodice and
that of the back bodice is made into a bust dart. If you
draw a horizontal line on waist line as shown in Figure
(®), you will notice that the side length of the front bodice
is longer than the side length of the back bodice. This
difference is-the allowance for a dart.
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Dart made from difference in side lengths (Figure @)
This is the simplest. side dart into which the difference
between the lengths of the front and back bodices is taken.
The length of a dart differs according to the type of dress
or nature of fabric, but it is necessary to adjust the dart
lines to the equal length so that the lines may be sewn
together to form a dart neatly.
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
