Practical Dialogues is intended as a spoken language
textbook for beginning students of Chinese as a foreign or
second language at high school level.

The work is divided into four parts: Family, School,
Social Life, and Travel. Within this famework the student
will gain an awareness of traditional Chinese morality and
a knowledge of China’s history, culture, and scenic spots
and historical sites.

This book includes a total of 600 sentence patterns
and a 2,000—word vocabulary. Each lesson is composed of
the Text, New Words, Notes on Words and Expressions,
Exercises and Supplementary Words.

To facilitate the self taught student, English transla-
tions are given for the notes and all vocabulary, while
Hanyu pinyin transcriptions are supplied for the texts and
vocabulary. If there are any variations in tone they are
marked in the text only; the original tone will be used in the
New Words.

The sentence patterns selected for this book are those
commonly used in everyday life. The texts consist of



situational dialogues and short narratives, through which
the rules for Chinese language structure and general pat-
terns of the Chinese sentence are summarized. The notes
put stress on linguistic function and application, while the
exercises highlight the important points and smooth out
the difficulties in the texts. Throughout this work, the lan-
guage is standard, and the content is both scientific and in-
triguing. As a result, students will be able to enjoy rapid
improvement in their Chinese listening and speaking
ability.
