China No Longer Fights Alone

On the oceasion of the Fifth Anniversary of China’s resistance, thoughts
of the United Nations turned to China and her people. They were
conveyed in messages which literally flooded the offices of President Lin
Sen, Chairman of the National Government, and Generalissimo, Chiang
Kai-shek.

The grectings and tributes went beyond an expression of admiration
for the long and continuous resistance. In them was voiced the common
faith in the futuré—the faith the Generalissimo has forcefully instilled
in the Chinese people, that right will overcome might and that peacc
justice and freedom will prevail in the end.

The sentiments of friendship and words of encouragement embodied
in the messages heartened the Chinese people. Alone, China touk up
the Japanese challenge with the conviction that not only her own existence.
but also the future peace and welfare of humanity were at stake. The
messages received after five years of fighting bore testimony to the truth
of the conviction.

What the anniversary meant to the Chinese was reflected in special
articles and messages written by Chinese leaders on that occasion. They
touched on varying topics bearing on the resistance and on post-war

problems.

This pamphlet contains copies of articles, messages, speeches and
press comments that were easily available. No attempt is made at
thoroughness and completeness ; the fact that the anniversary was
commented on in all of the United Nations makes such efforts hardly

successful.
