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Lu Yushun. Born in Harbin, Heilongjiang Province in
1962; graduated from the art department of Harbin
Normal University in 1983 and teaching at alma mater
after graduation. In 1986, he took an advanced study in
the department of Chinese painting of the Central
Academy of Fine Arts. Now he is a professor at the
Institute of Fine Arts, Harbin Normal University; member
of the Chinese Artists’ Association; and vice president of

the Heilongjiang Provincial Association of Young

Painters and CéHigraphers.

In 1983, he won the first prize in the exhibition
jointly sponsored by Tianjin, Shanghai and Harbin. In
the following three years, his works appeared in the
Fourth National Art Exhibition, the National Youth Art
Exhibition, and an exhibition of Lu Yushun’s paintings,
organized by the Harbin Artists’ Association.

In 1988 : his works were displayed in France in the
Exhibition of Contemparory Chinese ‘Painting, spon-
sored by the Academy of Chinese Painting; he was
awarded the excellent-work prize at the China-Cup
Chinese Painting Competition under auspices of the
Chinese Artists” Association and the China Central
Television; and he won the excellent-work prize in the
Beijing International Ink-and-Wash Painting Exhi-
bition "88.

In 1989 : he won the excellent-work prize in the
Exhibition of the Beijing-Taiwan-Hong Kong New
Talents’ Ink-and-Wash Paintings, organized by Fine
Arts, Lion Art and the Hong Kong International Cultural
Exchange Center; he participated in the Mainland
Excellent Works Exhibition, the Exhibition of Works of
Lu Yushun and Fu Zhonggi in Taejon in South Korea,
sponsored by the Taejon Cultural Center, and the
Exhibition of Lu Yushun's Ink-and-Wash Works.

In 1991, his works were displayed in the Exhibition
of the Jiangsu Pictorial’s Collecton in Taipei, which was
organized by Jiangsu Pictorial and Taiwan's Lion Art.

Lu has also published A Collection of Lu Yushun's
Landscape Paintings, A Collection of Lu Yushun's
Works and A Collection of Landscape Paintings of
