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Foreword

With a long history and ancient civilization, China, the third largest
country in the world, has a vast territory and rich natural resources.
Through the centuries, the hard-working and courageous Chinese
people, with their outstanding wisdom and unique workmanship, have
turned out a great number of products which have fine traditional
characteristics and enjoy a high reputation.

Thanks to more than 30 years of socialist construction, China has set
up a modern industrial base. To manufacture, in line with the principle
of “"quality first’’, products which are high in quality, cheap in price and
readily marketable and meet the rising needs of socialist construction,
the improvement of the people’s life, the expansion of foreign trade,
and the promotion of friendship between the Chinese people and the
people of other countries -- this is the basic aim of the socialist
enterprises in developing production.

In order to encourage the industrial enterprises to exercise stricter
control over, and improve, the quality of products and to develop
production of famous high-quality articles and thus meet the needs of
the consumers both at home and abroad, the State Economic
Commision promulgated, in June 1979, the Regulations of the People’s
Republic of China on Granting Awards to High-Quality Products. It has



decided to grant awards to top-quality industrial products in
September every year, which is officially designated "Quality Month"’.
The Regulations define the main qualifications for awards as follows:
The products must be of practical use and of reliable quality, be
welcomed by the users, sell well on both domestic and international
markets. and enjoy a good reputation; they must surpass the current
technical standards regarding quality demands, attain or approach the
advanced world levels of the same products, or have a unique style and
fine traditional characteristics; they must be rated first class in the
quality assessment of Chinese products of the same categories.

In accordance with the Regulations, more than 700 kinds of industrial
products have, over the past three years, been awarded either the
National Silver Medals or the National Gold Medals on the basis of
scientific assessment and recommendation by the various regions and
departments, which preceded the final examination and approval by
the State Quality Products Appraisal Commiftee.

The present album, Srate Prize-Winning Products of China, gives a brief
description of the products which received awards in 1981. Profusely
illustrated and of historical interest, the book supplies various
information on such products. It serves not only as reference material
for the industrial production emulation campaign but also as a guide
for users in making purchases. We plan to compile a similar book every
yvear for the benefit of the various quarters.
