1. Aristotle: Aristotle was born in north Greece in 384 B.C. He was trained first in
medicine, and then in 367 B.C. he was sent to Athens to study philosophy (%) with
Plato (#fihz [ ). Though a brilliant pupil, Aristotle opposed ( %} ) some of Plato’ s
teachings, and when Plato died, Aristotle was not appointed (5%, J& ) head of the
Academy. After leaving Athens, Aristotle spent some time traveling, and possibly study-
ing biology, in Asia Minor (now Turkey) and its islands. After Alexander’ s death, Ath-
ens rebelled against Macedonian (IZbH45{) rule, and Aristotle’ s political situation
became precarious (A2 7). To avoid being put to death, he fled to the island of Euboea,
where he died soon after. Aristotle is said to have written 150 philosophical treatises (i
3, 1E#). The 30 that survive touch on an enormous range of philosophical problems,
from biology and physics to morals to aesthetics (3£2) to politics. In the later Middle
Ages, Aristotle’ s work was rediscovered and enthusiastically adopted by medieval schol-
ars. His followers called him /lle Philosophus (The Philosopher), and many accepted
every word of his writings. As a result, some scientific discoveries in the Middle Ages
(P 1it£0) and Renaissance (30258 241148 ) were criticized simply because they were
not found in Aristotle. It is one of the ironies of the history of science that Aristotle’ s
writings, which in many cases were based on first-hand observation, were used to im-
pede ( PEL1I- )observational science.

2. Neanderthal: Neanderthal refers to a group of morphologically (F£Z5 | ) dis-
tinct human fossils found throughout Western Eurasia (BXiF A ). Neanderthals were
ruggedly built, with thick chests and relatively short limbs (Ji{£), a body shape today

found among arctic populations. More evidence from various digs have shown that
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Neanderthals “wielded (#) simple tools, wore body ornaments, had religious rites and
ceremoniously (}& & #h ) buried their dead”. Once seen as dull-witted ( B ) cave-
men, new evidence suggests Neanderthals were intelligent, adaptable, and highly effec-
tive predators ( £ 1504 ). However, in some literacy writings, Neanderthals are the
substitute for uncultivated ( ALY ) persons.
