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THE DEVELOPING ECONOMY OF DONGGUAN IN REFORM

Since the implemetation of the open policy, Dongguan city, lying in the middle of the Guangzhou — Hongkong econ-
omic corridor in the Pearl River Delta, has obtained brilliant achievements in promoting economy. Compared with 1978,
the total output value of industry and agriculture, the total production value of society, the gross national value have be-
en increased by 7 times, 8.5 times and 7.6 times respectively, The average increase of the Four Economic norms is over
20% annually. Most families of our city have come to “Xiaokang” (namely, the average imcome of the people above
800USD each year). Great progress has been made in industry, agriculture, foreign trade, outward enterprises, edu-
cation, science, physical culture etc, appearing a picture of prosperity. People enjoy a peaceful and comfortable life.

In order to speed up the step of economic construction, great attention has been paid to improve investment environ-
ment. The basic construction of the energy, transportation and tele—communication are put on the first place. In the
past few years, huge investment of foreign capitals introduced reaches 2.47 million USD. and 82 million RMB has been
used to set up and expand 3 electric power plant. After they come into operation, 12 million kilowatt —hour electrical
power will be supplied every day. The four key highways and the four round — the — city highways invested with 550 milli-
on USD, have nearly been established. A highway net is being formed. We have built 71 bridges, more than 1,000 kms
of cement roads, and highways lead to all villages. The 53,000 sets of programme control telephones can be used to di-
al long distance directly to 250 domestic city and 150 countries and regions in the world.Another 50,000 sets of pro-
gramme control telephones have been installed and will be put into use in succession in the first part of 1991. The post
and tele — communications of Dongguan rank first in our country. ]

With the improvement of the investment enviroment. a solid foundation is set up for the outward economic develop-
ment. Today, our city has set up over 4,000 industrial enterprises in form of external processing, assembly, jointventure
and co — op. venture, Dongguan has attracted a large foreign funds of 970 million USD. The foreign export of self —run
enterprises is up to 400 million USD yearly. A ladder structure is formed in science and technology, high in the city,
middle in towns and low in admistrarive districts. A primary out —ward industrial system basing on electric and elec-
tronic appliance, food industry, textile industry and machinary industry has beeen established. The 85 backbone in-
dustrical enterprises, including those under construction, can increase a total output value of 4070 million RMB, tax rev-
enue of 610 million RMB and earn foreign exchange of 350 million USD yearly after they come into operation.

We still pay much attention to agriculture, such as, a large capitals being used for agricultural development and
ofganizing funds for it. we gained bumper harvests by investing 61 million RMB. With the thriving of the developing
agriculture, Dongguan has become one of the largest fruits base in south China (including the famous lychee, banana
and orange). The total output value of agriculture in 1990 is 2.3 times as that in 1980.

In the 90's, Dongguan city will stride into a new developing period. In the past ten years, a solid foundation has be-
en set up for the economic promotion of the 90’s. In the second decade, we are full of confidence to keep the speed of in-
creasing by 12 — 15% annually. By the end of this century, the goal that the gross national value will quadruple again,
must be realized on the basis of 80's. The average national output value is as high as the developed countries in me-
dium level. We will make Dongguan city become a socialist economic open area with a table society of rich material and
spirit civilization in which external industry plays a leading role.
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
