A, Listening Comprehension is a part of A Course in

Scientific Chinese, intended to build up learners’ ability

in listening comprehension.

B, This material, which has 98 lessons, contains
four volumes. The first one has 24 lessons, the second
has 20 lessons, the third 36 lessons, and the fourth 18
lessons.

Listening Comprehension is composed of two books:

a teachers’ guide and students’ workbook, namely

Exercises for Listening Comprehension.

The first three volumes are accompanied by tapes.

C, The first 8 lessons of Volume (1) deal with
Chinese phonetics with such exercises as listening to
and reading new sounds, distinguishing differsnt sounds
and tones, and spelling out syllables orally and in
writing.

Lessons 9—24 of the first volume and the second
volume deal with expressions of everyday life in and
outside school through short dialogues. Students are
required to listen to the taped texts first, and for the

'second time do the exercises in Exercises of Listening
‘Comprehension.

There are di ‘erent types of exercises in the book,
such ss multipje-choice, true or false, questions and
answers, ete. Teachers should check up  students’
performances right after they have finished their exer-
cises. Before doing the exercises, students should be
reassured of the requirements of the exercises either by
their teacher or by reading the English explanations of
the exercises.

The third volume deals with the basic knowledge
of science and technology. Lessons 45—62 can be taught
in the same way as the first two volumes, while
Lessons 63—80 should be taught in the way as the
fourth volume. FEach lesson is for the wuse in one
instruction hour.

The fourth volume is a series of lectures dealing
with the basic knowledge of mathematics, physics and
chemistry. Students are required to take notes in class
or do exercises in the workbook and sort out their
notes in class or to answer questions after class. Each
lesson of this volume is for two hours of instruction.

In each volume there are also dictation exercises.

Totally about 140 hours are needed to complete the
four volumes.

D, Usually no new words and grammatical points
are given beyond those in (Listening and Speaking, with
very few exceptions where English eguivalents and
pinyin are given.
