A Brief Introduction to CCLS ' e

China Center for Lottery Studies (CCLS) at Peking University was founded in July 2002. It is the first professional academic institution on
gaming studies in China. With contribution to the development of China's gaming industry in a healthy way, the CCLS focuses on the
following four areas: Gaming Theory and Policy Studies, Spread of Knowledge and Right Ideas, Education and Training Program, and
International Communication.

Gaming Theory and Policy Studies

Depending on the multidisciplinary advantage of Peking University, the CCLS strives to raise the research ability of lottery industry in
China. From the views of the society, economy, culture, law, politics and operations, we carry on quality research into all aspects of
gambling. At the same time, through participating in policy process, we provide theory studies, data material and alternative policies for
the government to develop and regulate the lottery industry.

Spread of Knowledge and Right Ideas
The CCLS works to promote the spread of lottery knowledge and theory in China, the stable development of lottery market, the scientific
and regular-orient development of lottery market. Also, the CCLS intends to guide players to set up healthy concepts of lottery.

Education and Training Program
Through the professional training and degree education, the CCLS will foster many technologists and managers for the lottery industry.
Our MPA program (Management of Gaming) starts to enroll new students this year and we are planning out the training program.
