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PREFACE TO
THE PICTURE ALBUM OF
FUJIAN PROVINCIAL CPPCC

The Chinese People's Political Consultative Conference (CPPCC) is the nation's most popular patriotic united front organization.
It is an important organ led by the Communist Party of China (CPC) with the function of promoting multiparty cooperation and conducting
political consultations.
