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The Report of Collecting the Files of Taiwan Governor-General about Yangming
National park area

1. Motivation:

“Governor-General of Taiwan File” was compiled according to the age and
category by Governor---General of Taiwan ( The highest authority center during
the period of Japan governed Taiwan) ,which contents is including the important
construction, law schedules and administrative system set-up during the 50 years

of Japan governed Taiwan.

The purpose of this project is to collect and research the files of Yangming
National park area and surrounding area (Hereafter refers to as the Yangming
area) within the ™“Governor---General of Taiwan File” so that better
understanding for the history of development, local administration and social

Taiwan just via “the Japanese official files” which has different viewpoint from us.
The History is the continuous and dynamic process of evolution,, so the period of
Japan governs Taiwan was playing a role to link the Qing Empire and the postwar
Government. “Governor---General of Taiwan File” has got quite important

significance in providing overall understanding of the contemporary history.
2. Research methods and process:

The aim of this project is to collect mainly the information of Yangming area
in “Governor---General of Taiwan File” and reorganize research methods as
follows:

A. To confirm all the related files in the“Governor---General of Taiwan File”

B. Besides the related files, Each general file often mixes with other
non-correlated files. The real contents could not be recognized just according
to the file's name, and the file contents are not presented by digitizing but in
the image way. Thus there will be some omission if only searching by the key
words. Taking this into consideration, the project is taken the method by
researching each file’s content one by one to detect the related files.

C. In view of the each above confirmed related file, carries on the key point
translation one by one and makes the form and put in the appendix
completely for the future research reference.

D. Due to the most of materials are independent write up ~ map or form in the
“Governor---General of Taiwan File”, the project will make further collection
and explanation to some important subjects in order to let the file contents
and the significance be clarified more clearly.

3. Research results:

This project has aimed at the“Governor---General of Taiwan File” to collect

and reorganize the related files.

The Yangming area related files In the “Governor---General of Taiwan File”
have been studied item by item and made key abstract (please see the appendix
one)which can be used as the basis for future thematic studies although the files
are quite numerous and chaotic and each related file can’t be done in-depth

research under limited time and the funds to this project.

Although there are no related records about “the original farm of Japonica
Rice in Jhuzihhu” in the “Governor---General of Taiwan File”. The full text of
translation work for some Japanese materials about “the original farm of
japonica rice in Jhuzihhu” (the Taipei prefecture1931) have been done in this
project. | hope to provide the more reference for this important period of
history.

4. Main proposed items:



According to the research results of this project, the future’s research

subjects will be proposed as follows:
A. To research the characters in files again:

Although the “Governor---General of Taiwan File” belongs to official file,
but it often concerned about the applications for coal mining, civil dispute,
and not only related person’s household register, address have been
described in many documents of “bandit riot" pacification process during
the period of Japan governed Taiwan but household register transcript also
have been enclosed. Land lease and the IOU of the Qing Empire were
attached to the file when handling personnel dispute to Qing Empire, these
materials have also been become quite important historical data for
understanding land development, the ethnic problems and so on. So the
suggestion is to use these people information to research the character
relationship between Qing Dynasty and postwar, and the genealogy (from
Qing Empire, Japan governed Taiwan till present) coula we set up through
household register transcript and the tracing~ interviews » grave investigation
which were made by descendants. | sincerely believe that the history of
Yangming area would be understood easier via the genealogy.

The first issue of “Governor---General of Taiwan Newspar-  was issued

by “Governo, ~! of Taiwan” since Anori~* ~ _v and changed the

name to be “Governor---Generai or 1aiwan Official Newspaper “ on April
1,1942. The newspaper had been issued more than 13000 editions in 49
years and 2months till last issue on October 23,1945. The information in
the official newspapers were contained relevant administration,judicial
command, notices and military etc during 50years of Japan governed Taiwan
which was issued by Central Government and “Governor---General of Taiwan
“. In order to enrich the project, | would like to suggest the further
research to the “Governor---General of Taiwan Newspaper ” .
