Invented by Hua Guozhang, professor of Shanghal
Jiao Tong University, the modern photo-traditional Chinese
painting 1s a result of many years of his tenacious resear-
ches and experiments, and it is especially estimable that
he did the creation after his pneumectomy and an opera-
tion for cancer of the liver.
