Xiang Jinyu (1895 - 1928), born in Xupu County of Hunan, was one of
the outstanding leaders of women’s movement in the early years. In 1918 she
joined the Society of the New Masses of Mao Zedong, and in 1922 joined the
Communist Party of China and was appointed minister of women in the Central
Government of China. Meanwhile she was also the first woman member of the
CPC Central Committee.
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Cai Chang (1900 - 1990), born in Shuangfeng County of Hunan, was
an outstanding proletarian revolutionist, an eminent leader of women’s move-
ment in China, a well-known activist in the movement of international progres-
sive women. She was the first secretary of Women’s Central Committee of
CPC as well as the first chairman of All-China Women’s Federation.
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Yang Kaihui (1901 - 1930), born in Changsha of Hunan, was an out-
standing member of CPC, a capable assistant and wife of Mao Zedong .
