Tibetan, born 1944 in Batang Prefecture of Sichuan Province. Was appointed
official painter of the late X Panchen Lama. He is a recognized master-painter of
National rank, a researcher of traditional Tibetan Buddhist Art at the Chinese
Academy for Buddhist Studies - Tibetan Language Department. He is also member
of Chinese Artists Association, executive of the Association of Chinese
Contemporary Gongbi Painters, member of the Committee for Artistic Development

Academy of Fine Arts in 1962.

Nyima Tsering has held solo exhibitions in major museums of the United States,
the United Kingdom, France, India, Austria, Switzerland, Spain, Hong Kong and
the UN at Geneva. He also held a Retrospective of his European and Indian
exhibition tours at Beijing's China Art Gallery. His works were also shown at joint-
exhibitions in Japan, Singapore, Algeria, France, Hong Kong and Taiwan. His
publications include "Selected Paintings of the Panchen Lama's Personal Painter-
Nyima Tsering", "Nyima Tsering", as well as "Stories of Tibetan Buddhism" and

others.
