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PREFACE

EDSA Orient is a joint venture in 2000. EDSA made its first entry into China through an invitation
which was to Sanya to review the Buddhist Cultural Park. This introduction was followed by another
appointment, to be a member of an Advisory Committee of ULl members to evaluate the plans and
future development of Sanya. Prior to 2000, Sanya enjoyed some boom years, but then suddenly there
was an economic downtown and unoccupied constructed buildings (more than 300,000 SM) and many
buildings in various stages of completion stayed that way for many years. The ULI team comprised of
several prominent professionals and EDSA helped to shape the stages for recovery.

During 2000, EDSA became very involved and deeply interested in the opportunities that China
presented. At the time, the laws of China required foreign companies to have a joint venture partner
to conduct business in China. We were fortunate to develop a relationship with Orient Landscape
Company based in Beijing. We formed a new Company owned by EDSA and Orient Landscape. The
majority of EDSA Orient is owned by EDSA and also managed by EDSA. Over the years, the company
has been recognized in many publications, won several major design competitions and grown to be
the largest firm of its type in Beijing. It now employs over 100 employees comprised mainly of Chinese
nationals. The EDSA Orient Company has set up an exchange program with EDSA to cross train and
strengthen the ties as well as the promotion of EDSA culture.

Following is a body of work, some built, some in the planning stages.

EDSA's work covers a period of more than 40 years. The work illustrated represents some
projects done solely by EDSA, some solely by EDSA Orient and many collaborative efforts. Our work
in China has been exciting and rewarding in so many ways and we look forward to the next stages of
development. We feel fortunate to have had the opportunity to establish ourselves in China at an early
stage. It has opened so many possibilities and opportunities to EDSA and our tremendous staff made
up of people from 35 counties.
