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Introduction

practice, together with ¢lear statements of export-criented economy and

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ance with the regional situation.

In addition, this book attaches importance to analyzing the theo-
retical basis of government intervention (role): agricultural externali-
ties, agricultural feebleness and unsteadiness, the operating risk and
extension characteristics of agricultural industrialization, protection
mechanisms, etc; it also emphasizes on studying the governmental
function erientation and the supply mode of public goods '

ward the indicators and quantitative model of opening to the outside
world and economic growth, makes up for the deficiency in the tradi-
tional qualitative analysis and single-indicator guantitative analysis;

regional economic theory system; Third, it proposes the ideas and
measures on promoting coordinated development patterns between coast
and mainland, and solving the imbalance among regional agricultural
industrialization development, has relative strong operability and practi-
cal significance.
