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Content Summary

The GDP of China and Germany in 2007 are 3. 24 trillion dollar
and 3. 26 trillion dollar, separately with only 0. 61% discrepancy. It
is certain that the GDP of China will exceed that of Germany in
2008. Thus, China will regress to the top three of the world 128
years later since it was out of the world’s top three in 1880.
