In recent years, foreign long

-distance online education has developed rapidly. The United States is

the most mature and the fastest in the development of long-distance
online education. American government attaches great importance to
online education. The Clinton Administration had announced to
establish education extensively in the INTERNET, and proposed to all
citizens in 1996 : every classroom and every library would be all linked
to the INTERNET the early at the beginning of 21st century. The
Department of Education invested 78 million US dollars to build online
courses, and the federal government utilized 2 billion US dollars to
promote the use of computers of all primary and middle school
students. In order to achieve the plan announced by Clinton
Administration, the annual expenditure for online education has
reached 10 to 20 billion US dollars. Having advanced information
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technology, the United States has progressed a great deal of research and experimentation on long-distance
education. The University of Hawaii, and the University of Maryland have respectively set undergraduate
or master’s distance courses or majors, and some of which only for online education. According to a
survey, 75% of the American universities will provide online education to 50 million adults.
