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Abstract

This paper mainly discusses a good many aspects of traditional
culture of female Hui in Gansu, Qinghai and Ningxia ( GQN Areas for
shor) from a angle view of national sociology.

Further, Islam
religious culture pervades everywhere of female Hui, which makes it
take on a more national and religious trait. This kind of synthesis
drives the regional characteristic of traditional culture of female Hui in
GQN areas. Furthermore, the traditional culture of female Hui in
GOQN areas also faces the challenge of modernization, globalization and
info. Virtually, the social development process of female Hui lies on
cultural adaptation and political influence of country. Really, the spe-
cial national culture make the female Hui suffer plight, maze and
choice during their adaptation to natural and social environment. The
traditional culture of female Hui are continually adjusted and rebuilt,
and they adapt and renewal to the development of culture and social e-

conomy consciously.
