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ABSTRACT

Compatibility of rational behavior and irraﬁional
behavior, a famous judgment put forward by
Becker, G. S., winner of the Nobel Prize, has
been cited by lots of economic literature for
demonstrative purposes respectively for years.
Perhaps because of the authority of the master’s
viewpoint, few people hold the negative or in-
credulous attitude toward this viewpoint so far.
Probably because of the high abstract of the
judgment. Becker described it by using several
abstract mathematical models in his book named
Economic Analysis of Human Behavior, but
didn’t make profound and detailed analysis in
close contact with social realities. Moreover, the
existing economic literature contains few speci-
fied researches on this problem. In author’s o-
pinion, the rationality and irrationality of choice
behaviors comprises profuse thoughts to be ex-
plored, and to be further analyzed and re-

searched.
