From 1951 to 1977, he successively held the posts of Art Team Leader
of the Political and Cultural Department of the Chinese People's Volunteer
Army and art director and editor of the August st Film Studio. Since 1978,
Lei was successively put in charge of the Office, the Membership Depart-
ment and the Committee of Creation and Review of the Chinese Artists
Association. He is currently executive secretary of the secretariat of Chinese
Artists Association.

Lei's social titles include: advisor for China Shenjian Literature and Art
