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Abstract

Agriculture is the basis of national economy. A healthy, stable
and rapid developing agriculture exerts vital influence on other depart-
ments of national economy. Therefore, although agriculture does not
occupy a large proportion in the total amount of national economy,
most countries in the world attach great importance to the development
of agriculture, especially developed countries in Europe and North
America, which give constant support and investment to agriculture.
China is a large agriculture country, owing 0.9 billion farmers out of
1. 3 billion population. Agriculture undoubiedly plays a critical role in
national economy, but so far, our country has not given enough care
to agriculture and our agriculture is always staying in the traditional
stage and the modern degree is very low.

Basically agriculture is categorized in “investment-pushing” in-
dustry and investment is the first promotion to the development of agri-
culture. A healthy and constant development of agriculture depends on
investment, as well as the realization of agriculture modernization and
the establishment of new socialist country. But as agriculture belongs
to weak industry and producing period is quite long, investing in agri-
culture has natural and market risks; in the meanwhile, the profits of
investment are so low that micro entity such as farmers are not willing

to invest. Moreover, investments from governments are relatively low
iR
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for a long time. All these lead to lack of investment in agriculture.
Furthermore, in the process of practical investments, problems exist
such as unreasonable structure and unclear boundaries between enti-
ties. These problems will be obstacles to the development and modern-
ization of agriculture, and will influence the construction of new so-
cialist country.

This book exerts theories and methods of developing economics,
agriculture economics, industry economics and public economics.
Through research into China agriculture investing behaviors since the
period of transformation, it analyses the investment motives of differ-
ent entity, such as peasant household, enterprise and country collec-
tive and government, reveals the main problems in the process of
their investments and proposes a frame of resolutions to support, en-
courage and regulate investing behaviors.

First of all, it investigates the investment entity and their behav-
iors on the whole.” Chapter 2 carries out this task in two aspects: first
it defines such conceptions such as investment, investment entity,
agriculture investment and agriculture investment entity and so on,
and determines concrete scopes of research objects of this book. Sec-
ond, in the angle of the total amount and entity of agriculture invest-
ment, it investigates the situation of investment in China agriculture
and discusses main factors obstructing the investment on the basis of
substantial analysis.

Second, it conducts a thorough research into agriculture inves-
ting behaviors of the entity, including peasant household, enterprise,
country collective and government. Chapter 3 to 6 focuses on this re-
search.
