ABSTRACT

After the World War II, especially since the sixties and sev—
enties of the 20th century,with the rapid appearance of lots of
Non —Governmental Organizations and vigorous development of
various New Social Movements, the Non—Govemnmental Organi-
zations participate in more and more activities in international
politics and begin to play a noticeable role day by day.But for a
long time,the main streams of international political theories are
lack of concerm on the study of Non—Governmental organiza—
tions. The question put forward to this in the analysis of this arti-
cle is: Are the activities of Non—Governmental Organizations in
international politics significant? This question includes two as—
pects: First, do the activities of Non—Governmental Organizations
have an influence on the policies and behaviors of sovereign state
and international governmental organizations? Second,if the Non-—
Governmental Organizations have impact on international politics,
how about its extent?

To answer these questions,the analysis of the article is mainly
divided into six parts to develop:

The first part is “The Introduction”. The main task of this
part is to put forward the question studied and to establish the
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approaches of the analysis work. The content includes current re-

search situations and the academic history reviews, research signif-
icance, research approach and main points of innovations.

The second part is “The General Studies of Non—Govern—
mental Organization in International Politics” . The main task of
this part is to define the concept meaning of analytic object in
this paper and to portray theoretically about the concrete outline
of the Non —Governmental Organizations in the international
politics. The main content includes the concept meaning, "main
characteristics,  historical development and main activity field of
the Non—Governmental Organizes in international politics.

The third part is “The Analysis of the Relations between
Non—Governmental Organizations and Sovereign State”. In this
part, the main content includes two parts: one is to explain the
deficiency of sovereign state in international politics and the sup-
plementary function of the Non—Governmental organizations; an-
other is to investigate the Non—Governmental Organization’s in—
fluence on state actor through two case studies. In the case study
of International Campaign to Ban Landmine, this paper has ex-
plained the impact of NGOs’ activities on the nation—state’s ben-
efit—recognizing, policy —making and behaviors; through the case
study of the International Criminal Court, this paper explains the
influence exerted by Non —Governmental Organizations on the
international negotiation. Finally, this part also analyses the “new
diplomacy” and “New Intervention” that the Non—Government
Organizations” activities bring to the international politics.

The fourth part is “The Analysis of the Relation between

the Non —Governmental Organizations and the International
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—
Governmental Organizations”. In this part, the article not only

demonstrate the supplementary function of the Non —Govern—
mental Organizations on the limitation of the legitimacy and
function of the International Governmental Organizations, but also
specifically reviews the relation between the Non—Governmental
Organizations and the International Governmental Organizations
by analyzing the participation of Non —Governmental Organiza-
tions in United Nations” affairs. In the analysis of the Non-
Governmental Organizations” participation in the United Nation’s
affairs, the article exhibits the extent of Non—Governmental Or—
ganizations’ participation in the United Nations by demonstrating
the scale of Non —Governmental Organizations” participation in
the United Nations and the development of its legal status on
the one hand, and further analyzes the profundity of Non—Gov—
ernmental Organizations” participation in international affairs and
its impact by thoroughly reviews the participation of Non—Gov—
ernmental Organizations in United Nations” affairs in wvarious
fields such as environment, women and human rights issues. In
the analysis of Non—Governmental Organization’s participation in
the UN’s human rights affairs, the article also reveals the Non—
Governmental Organizations ——the United Nations —Sovereign
State’s “triangle” political relationship existing in international hu-
man rights politics.

The fifth part is “The Evaluation of the Impact and Func-
tion of Non—Governmental Organizations on International Poli—
tics” .Basing on the analysis of former parts, this part mainly anal-
yses a series of political impact of Non—Governmental Organiza—

tion on international politics, includes: catalyzing new political
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field in the process of international politics development, affecting

the international agenda—setting in many important issues,affecting
the political progress between countries in many significant stages,
triggering the internationalization of some domestic political issues,
add new validity factors to the international politics, strengthening
the function of national image and reputation in international
politics and catalyzing the appearance of rights politics and public
interests politics outside the power politics between countries.
Meanwhile, this part also reviews some factors that restrain the
function of Non —Governmental Organizations such as capacity
deficiency, democratization and legitimacy deficiency, regional de-
velopment imbalance and interior negative factors, etc. At last,
this part point out the applicable range of the conclusion on
Non~Governmental Organizations” impact and function,and briefly
explained some deficiency that might exists in the analysis work
of this article.

The last part is “Conclusion” . The main conclusion about
the influence of Non—Govermnmental Organizations is that, in
some fields of international politics (such as environment, human
rights and woman field), in some stages of international political
process (e.g. issue agenda-—setting, the treaty implementation and
supervision etc.), and under certain conditions (e.g.the issue refers
to extreme humanitarianism concern and the concern surmounts
the country’s consideration of its own original benefits)the Non—
Governmental Organizations can have substantial impact on the
state actor’s benefits recognizing, policies, behaviors and the pro-
cess of international politics. Basing on the evaluatdon of Non-—

Governmental Organization’s impact on the development of in-
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.|
ternational politics, the article considers the suitable conclusion

might be:The impact of Non—Governmental Organizations on in-
ternational politics does exist, and they make the status and roles
of countries in international politics gradually change. However,
the impact of Non—Governmental Organizations does not radical-
ly change the dominate status of nations, nowadays the interna-
tional politics is still dominated by state actors, but it is a “new
international mode” blended with the movement and influence of

non-—state actors like Non—Governmental Organizations.
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
