Abstract

Equalization of public social security is a brand-new topic, and
also an urgent and serious issue needed to be studied and resolved, In
the 20 years after market-oriented reform, Chinese economy has a-
chieved rapid progress, and economy reform has made dramatic a-
chievement. However, together with the rapid growth, many seri-
ous social conflicts and problems have been occurred; especially the
larger gap among different groups and different regions, and the even
larger gap in the field of puhlic social security, such as education,
health care, public social security, infrastructure and others, which
not only do harm to social equity and stahility, but also restrict the
sound development of national economy, and cause some invisible
trouble to the development of harmonious society. So it is urgent to
implement the equalization of public social security under this back-
ground.

From the prospect of public finance, this book studies the equali-
