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Ngari is located in the north of
Tibetan Plateau. Because it abuts
against the Pamirs " the Knots of
Mountains" . Ngari almost lies
between the link of the fountains of
Himalaya, Karakorum and Kailash,
about 4,500 meters above the sea
level, with the comparative height
difference between 200 meters and
500 meters, it is also called " the
Roof of the Qinghai-Tibetan
Plateau”. Ngari covers an area of
180.000 square kilometers. By the
end of 1996, there is a population of
43,700, 0.2 person per square
kilometer. There are several
international rivers rooting from Mt.
Kailash, such as Indus (Senge
Tsangpo). Sutlej (Langchen
Tsangpo) and so on, which gestated
the early human civilization and
ancient tribe states. They were
located in the valleys in the
northwest and southwest, the lowest
part in Ngari, where is centralized
agricultural area. Other areas such
mountains, plateau valleys. basins,
lakes, grasslands and so on, are suit

for hunting and herding.
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
