Abstract: In a period China acted as the center of world revolution and actively sup-
ported revolutionary struggles by the people in different countries. In the end of 1969, be-
cause the Sino-Soviet border conflicts threatened to become a war, Mao Zedong approved
the diplomacy of befriending the distant while attacking the nearby proposed by Zhou Enlai
and others. This led to the contacts between senior Chinese and American officials and the
normalization of the two states’ relationship. Yet, this development did not mean that Mao
Zedong abandoned his revolutionary stance. He fell into an extremely awkward contradic-
tion in insisting revolution whereas cultivating diplomatic relationship with what he had al-
ways viewed as the most vicious enemy of the world”’ s people. Having made a series of pol-
icy and emotional readjustments, Mao found the “Three Worlds” idea to maintain his revo-
lutionary image in a changed circumstance.
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A Reappraisal of Sino-American Ambassadorial Talks in the 1960s/Xia Yafeng

Abstract: No full-length study has made the Sino-American ambassadorial talks from
1961 to 1968 its principal focus. The few studies on Sino-American ambassadorial talks
tend to underestimate the importance of the talks during these eight years. Another problem
with the current scholarship is that the topic has been given short shrift. What we have now
are either a Chinese or an American perspective, and only giving the talks in the 1960s a
passing treatment. No one has tried to offer a balanced account of the Sino-American talks
in the 1960s by looking at both sides.

New documentation from both U. S. and Chinese sources shows that the two Demo-
cratic administrations took the Warsaw channel seriously, and made steady efforts to intro-
duce new initiatives at the negotiation table. For the PRC side, the Chinese leadership at-
tached importance to the talks as well, and even during the most radical phase of the Cul-
‘tural Revolution, Beijing did not call off the talks although the two ambassadors met at
much less frequency. Based on these new sources, this article analyzes the context of the
Sino-American talks in the 1960s, the major issues discussed, actual bargaining process,

approaches, maneuvers, rhetoric and follow-up actions. It attempts to disclose how the two
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sides perceived interests and threats in their relationship, and how the perception of inter-
ests and threats reflected at the negotiation table. It concludes with some observations on
the rationale for Washington and Beijing to keep on talking, and why no serious break-
throughs occurred at the negotiating table in the 1960s.

Soviet Assistance to China’s National Defense Industry and Technology, 1949—60/

Abstract: After the foundation of the People’s Republic of China, China and the
Soviet Union forged an alliance to promote their respective strategic interests, which started
the two countries’ military cooperation for more than a decade. An importance content of
the cooperation was Soviet assistance to China’ s national defense industry and technology.
The Soviet assistance accelerated the modernization of China’s national defense industry
and technology, and, in the meantime, the Soviet side adopted many restrictive measures.
In clarifying this historical process, the article reviews the initiation of the project of assis-
ting China’ s national defense industry and technology, performs a two — part analysis of
Soviet assistance to China’ s conventional and high - tech strategic weapon industries, and
_ highlights some lessons from the Sino-Soviet military cooperation.
