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This case is located in the quiet residential area of New
Territory of Hong Kong. White and green as the design
keystone reaches a comfortable balance between
the natural environment and simplicity interiors style.
White is the main color of the living room and dining
room, while the dark green wall brings fresh breath to
the space; the wooden dining table matching the pure
white easy chair brings the natural sense of touch to
the dining room, and the bedroom is full of thé natural
taste. The simple and white wardrobe, matching the
blackish green bed sheet, and the picture of four leaves
on the wall make the whole space full of vigor. The
blackish green ceramic tiles transform the bathroom to
a place of precipitate mood and washing soul.

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If a house can be described as a person, then the
Chatswood Villa is one manifesting a subtle, dual per-
sonality. Born of seemingly random asymmetric forms
when observed piece by piece, when put together,
they manifest a simple symmetry that is pleasing to
the eye. What causes this balance is the creative way
of handling the rather limited space, where functional
capacity and aesthetic quality are dealt with in creative
ways such as concealed closets and door paheling in
the short hallway, a bed in the guest room mounted
on a bay window, flexible shelving and storage assign-
ment in the master suite and even a multi-user bath-
room that for its size, does not sacrifice natural light
and ventilation. The effect of all these dual purposes
is primarily seen at a glance, where the fluidity of the
exposed space seems to leave everything out in the
open, with the clear defined lines coming across with
their own, minimalist beauty, enhancing the sparse dé-
cor and furniture without diminishing them.

The lights are also treated in such a way that they
blend with their environment, done in muted glows
and striking accents, creating moods that fit the spaces
that they are situated in. The color schemes are strictly
kept within neutral earth tones, making the variety of
textures a subtle gradient in keeping the balance of a
warm personality against a backdrop of stark simplicity.
All in all, the Chatswood Villa is a study of a duality of

philosophies working in harmony, creating a yin yang
atmosphere that is uniquely its own.

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A personal residence is the best expression of a unique
architectural stamp of space based on the owner's per-
sonality as seen in the Lun Residence of Delite Court,
Kowloon.

Composed of two major parts, the first being an open
layout of the living/theater/kitchen areas, and the
second are the enclosed private areas that are made
up of the common toilet, guest room and master
bedroom with bathroom. Though this is a typical ar-
rangement for many modern homes, the uniqueness
of the residence is that the emphasis of it layout lies in
the fact that the owner is quite a technical audio and
video enthusiast, and it is seen through the details of
the high-tech setup of the theatet/living area, to the
point that the traditional dining area was eschewed
in lieu of a baby grand piano space, and one of the
original three bedroom setup was sacrificed in order to
achieve the correct speaker and viewing angles. Other
details emphasize the cinematic quality that the layout
projects include a changing LED light ceiling cove, dark
textures and finishes that create greater contrast for the
pull down overhead projector screen that can be used
in place of the conventional television, and the large
comfortable couches arranged around the theater area

and of course, dramatic lighting.

In the second half of the space, functionality and tech-
nology were its foremost considerations, resulting in
a simple layout created by hidden cabinets and shelv-
ing in defined lines. The technology manifests itself
through remote control of its lighting, ventilation and
curtains, not to mention entertainment consoles that
are found in every room including the master bath-
room. As for finishes, a softer palette of wood veneers
was used (in comparison to the dark finishes of the
open layout) for the bathroom walls and sport floor in

comparison to ceiling mosaic tiles in strong colors.
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
