2. But the play's complex view of Black self-esteem and human solidarity as compatible is no more “contradictory”
than Du Bois’ famous, well-considered ideal of ethnic self-awareness coexisting with human unity, or Fanon’s em-
phasis on an ideal internationalism that also accommodates national identities and roles.
